Youth Leading Adult Supporting - Youth Members are
supported by trained volunteer Adult Leaders as they
become increasingly involved in the management of their
Scouting.

The Youth Program is designed for each Section with an
achievement pathway that encourages personal
progression.

Each Scout Group is managed by their own volunteer
committee, all under the umbrella of Scouts Queensland.
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Putting your child through Scouting is a shared responsibility - shared between the
volunteer Leaders and the parents. Be prepared to get involved within the Scout Group
to support the delivery of the Youth Program.

Parent support roles are tailored to suit skill sets and time availability and a great way to
have fun and to build lasting friendships. Why not consider becoming a Leader - training
provided, learn new skills, including community recognised VET qualifications, have fun,
and contribute to the future of young people.
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There is a cost to join Scouting and across our diverse communities, with differing needs result in some variances from location
to location. Scouting fees have two main components:

Scouts Queensland Your Local Group

The Scouts Queensland membership fee covers provision of a
range of services to our Groups, insurances as well as National
and World membership of Scouting as you join more than 50
million other Scouts across 172 countries. Current Scouts
Queensland membership fees can be found via the

To meet local expenses our Groups charge a Group fee which
covers such things as local maintenance, training of adult leaders,
facility insurance contributions, and administrative expenses.
Each Group sets their fee according to the local needs with the
frequency of collection also aligned to the needs and capacity of
their community.

The Scouts Queensland membership fee is charged on
enrolment either to the individual or to the Group as requested
through the membership application and then to the Scout Group
for membership renewal each 6 months being 31 March and 30
September.

This Group fee will also include the 6 monthly membership
renewal fee. Your local Group Leader will be able to provide more
specific details.

Scouts Queensland is a FairPlay voucher activity provider. Parents, Carers or Guardians can apply for a voucher from the
Government valued up to $200 for their child, which can be used towards sport and active recreation membership, registration
or participation fees, limited to 1 voucher per child per calendar year.

Please email a copy of the PDF FairPlay voucher to vouchers@scoutsgld.com.au for processing. Please note when enrolment
fees are greater than $200.00 the difference will need to be paid by the parent, carer, or guardian. When the enrolment fees are
less than $200.00 the FairPlay voucher balance after the enrolment fee will be sent to your Formation for future use by your
youth member. Once redeemed a FairPlay voucher cannot be refunded in full or part to the family and can only be transferred
in full to another eligible provider.

Overnight activities, camps and major events are charged separately. Volunteering and participating in fundraising activities
may provide the opportunity for these costs to be subsidised by your Scout Group.

The official Scout uniform consists of a shirt, scarf and woggle. The shirt and other Scouting items can be purchased
